IMPORTANT INFORMATION
The Registration fee ONLY guarantees placement on a team. We cannot guarantee that we will have a
volunteer to coach the team.
Each team must have a minimum of two adult volunteers prior to the season start date, a coach and a
team referee. If these positions are not filled, the team may be disbanded.
Practice places and times are determined by the volunteer coach.
All games must have a certified referee. If no certified referee is available, the game will be cancelled.
For divisions U10 through U19, teams are required to earn referee participation points. Teams that do not
earn the required points will not be invited to post season play.
For divisions U6 and U8, the home team is responsible for providing a certified team referee.
Region 65 has a “zero tolerance” policy for referee abuse.
Any player sent off with a “red card” for violent conduct will be suspended from play for one year.
Players will receive a team uniform consisting of a jersey, shorts and socks. Uniforms are the property of
the team. If your child drops before the second game, the uniform must be returned.
Players are required to have shin-guards. Soccer cleats are optional, but recommended. No baseball
cleats. Each player should bring their own soccer ball to practice.
No dogs allowed on school property.

REFUNDS
If you would like a refund, you must drop your player in writing by the refund deadline. There will be no
refunds for drops after February 26, 2012. Please allow 6-8 weeks to receive your refund check.
If a coach is not found for a team, we will disband the team and refund your money even if the deadline has
passed.
